Coastal Pacific Xpress’s Green Efforts Recognized
Surrey Trucking Firm accepted into U.S. EPA SmartWay Transport® Partnership


Surrey, British Columbia, October 22, 2008 – Long-haul trucking firm Coastal Pacific Xpress (www.cpx.ca ) today announced that it has been accepted into the U.S. SmartWaySM Transport Partnership program as a result of its continuous efforts to increase the energy efficiency of its fleet, significantly reducing greenhouse gases and air pollution in the process.  

SmartWaySM is a collaboration between the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the North American freight industry designed to increase energy efficiency and reduce GHGs and other pollutants.  

CPx will contribute to the Partnership’s goal to reduce 33 to 66 million tonnes of carbon dioxide and up to 200,000 tonnes of nitrogen oxide per year by 2012 by improving the environmental performance of its freight operations.  Carbon dioxide is the most common greenhouse gas, and nitrogen oxide is an air pollutant that contributes to smog.  

“By joining SmartWaySM Transport Partnership, we are demonstrating our desire to show strong environmental leadership and corporate responsibility,” said Glen Parsons, co-owner of CPx.

“CPx has always been founded on values that transcend profitability, and our mission as an organization – to show respect for drivers, customers and the broader community – ties in with SmartWaySM Transport Partnership’s goals,” Mr. Parsons said.   

Launched in February 2004, SmartWaySM aims to achieve fuel savings of more than 150 million barrels of fuel per year.  The Partnership brings together major freight shippers, trucking companies, railroads, logistics companies and trade/professional associations to get them to modify equipment specifications and operating practices to reduce emissions and generate cost savings.  The Partnership currently has approximately 1,000 partners. 

CPX is one of the first Western Canadian trucking companies to qualify for inclusion in this program. It has initiated such fuel-saving measures as: 

· Truck-speed reduction.

· Installation of auxiliary climate-control devices to avoid all-night truck idling.

· Specifications to allow for heavier payloads.

· Changes in routing and more efficient load planning.

About CPx: The Company is a long-haul trucking firm based in Surrey, B.C.  Customers include major brands in the food, grocery, and electronics sector.  CPx has been recognized over the years as an employer of choice and a fast-growing company.
